r dear affectionate R eaders and Payer Partners,

reetings to you in the spectacular Name of our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ!

“Wash and be cleansed!” s the simple instruction given to
Naaman, the Syrian army Commander by Elisha. (2 Kings 5)
1 In the journey of ‘faith’ it is interesting to note Naaman had
to listen to many people for his faith to grow and work to its
full extent. First, he listened to a little servant girl , who was a stranger

and alien. Faith comes by hearing. The good news of deliverance was
passed on to him by this girl. Though he could not understand how it
would work, he had to exercise faith to make it happen.

Secondly Naaman had to listen to his wife as she brought the message
to him from the servant girl. It might have been a humiliating

experience for him to listen and obey his wife. The path of faith might
take us through situations that would challenge our ego. “I have never
done this before,” could be our response. Faith trusts someone who was
never trusted before.

Thirdly, Naaman had to listen to Elisha, the prophet , the servant of
God. This may look easy because the message came from the servant of
God. But, contrary to our thinking, consider this - if our pastor said
something great we might be willing to obey; however a simple

instruction might not get the desired response. Elisha was a
disappointment to Naaman because he did not put on any pomp and
show He did not even come out to see Naaman nor “slay him in Spirit”
as some faith healer these days would want to show to the whole world.
This frustrated Naaman. In the journey of faith, the first milestones are
humility and obedience.

Fourthly, Naaman had to listen to his servants . There cannot be a more
humiliating experience than this for some of us. W e may be willing to
take advice from our superiors but not from people who we think less
than ourselves. We would not allow such people to come near us or make
ourselves available to them. Even if they come to us and tell us
something, we might get angry and irritated. Naaman would have gone
into the Jordan River, humbled and half hearted. As he dipped himself,
his servants might have helped him count the number of times he
dipped. Every time he dipped himself he might have checked his body .
The servants might have encouraged and cheered him to dip seven
times. Then he saw the glory and he proclaimed; “Now | know that
there is no God in all the world but God Jehovah”

Child of God, are you groping and discouraged? Check your obedience to
God in the light of His W ord. Have the willingness to listen to godly
advice. Do not let your ego get the better of you and loose the blessings
of God which comes through childlike faith.

Eituated in the Telegana region
f Andhra Pradesh,

approximately 110 kilometres from

Warangal city. It spans the districts of
Warangal and Karimnagar and borders

Bastar district of Chhatisgarh state.

Even though it is far away from
Hyderabad, the Capital of Andhra
Pradesh, this is perhaps one of the
most sensitive and politically active

regions in the whole of Andhra s AP A

This region has a thick
forest cover. The most
reliable form of
transport is t he bullock
cart. However, it is
slow and tedious.
Sometimes our
missionaries travel 10
hours to minister to one
family!

Anti-establishment groups are active
in this region so our movement is
restricted. Our missionaries need to
be wise as serpents and harmless as
doves. One cannot predict what
might happen at anytime.

Present Work

Currently, 460 believers worship the
Lord in 6 locations. Two more New
Worship Groups were formed. God
willing, 2 more W orship groups will be
formed by 2011. Three missionaries
and two local evangelist families

Our Final Test

Our final test was in March 2004 just
after we were asked to move to
Outreach Training Institute(OTI).

He
couldn’t drink
milk so he was
fed using a
spoon. People
warned us to
send him home
because if he
died in the
church, people
would blame us.
In my faltering
faith, |1 began
to fast and
pray. Anyway |
was transferred so people can’t blame
me! After 3 days the man drank a
tumbler of milk by himself. When
people saw this, they believed in the
Lord and many were added to the
church.

Charles Grandisson Finney was
born on August 29, 1792 at
Warren, Connecticut. Later
he moved to New York with his
family and was educated in
prestigious schools. After
studying law, he went on to
establish his practice at
Adams in New York.

These commentaries
contained extensive

quotes from the

Scriptures. In fact, they
acknowledged the Bible

In fact, he
studied the Bible so intensely
that he even set aside the
study of the law .

Nine Mighty Years of Ministry

On October 10, 1821 as he
meditated on the W ord, out in
the woods, he realized his
need of salvation and
surrendered his life to the

“The nine mighty” years
of ministry be tween 1824 and 1832
saw powerful revival meetings
conducted in the eastern cities of
Goureneur, Utica, Auburn, Troy,
Wilmington, P hiladelphia, Boston and
New York.

Learned People turn to the Lord

In one of his meetings in Rochester,
New York, the foundations of the

place were shaken. Nearly 1200 people
were added to the churches of the
Rochester Presbytery. Leading lawyers,
physicians and businessmen turned to
the Lord in large numbers. Forty of
them became missionaries. This
transformed the character of the town
and led to revivals breaking out in
1,500 other towns and villages.

Poor health forced him to halt his
hectic evangelistic ministry and He
labored as a revival pastor in New
York City. Later he served as the

President of Oberlin College
where he lectured until his
death.

The Abipon was an indigenous

globe reveals that when the Gospel of Jesus is substituted by “good
works” alone, the beneficiaries will understand Him to be only the
giver of good things, not the Saviour of their souls. The Abipon people
of Argentina are now “extinct” both as a people and a people of God)

themselves to the Abipon after they
were defeated by the Spanish at Santa
Fe. In 1750, the Abipon numbered an
estimated 5000 people.

The Abipon were initially a semi-
nomadic group. Hunting, fishing and
agriculture were their main
occupations prior to the arrival of the
horse in the Gran Chaco area. Horses
were introduced by the Spanish
invaders in 1641. A few generations
later, the tribe transformed

themselves into a nomadic,
equestrian community.

The Stronghold of the Shaman

The Abipon were a “warrior society”
led by a war chief whose appointment
was approved by the Shaman(witch
doctor). The war chief inherited this
position if he could prove his
capability and valor. While the men-
folk hunted game and waged war, the
women did most of the work in the
community with little or no assistance
from the men. They ran the camp,
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carried out ritual ceremonies, and
were known for their aggressive
behaviour.

The most powerful personality was the
Shaman. The Abipon believed that the
Shaman could inflict disease and
death, foresee the future, cause rain
and tempests, call the dead, take the
form of a tiger, handle snakes and
heal injured or sick people. The
Shaman had the final say on private
or tribal disputes. Shamans were the
wealthiest members of
the tribe and often
happened to be

trophies after battle and used native
women and children prisoners as
slaves. Although they treated their
prisoners well, the Abipon refused to
have marital links with them.

Enter: The Jesuits

The Spanish King sent the Jesuits to
the region to help restore peace and
protect the natives during the mid-
1700s. Jesuit missionaries settled the
Abipon at labour sites which were
converted to cities. They facilitated a
peace treaty between
the natives and

Societal Divisions

The Abipon had

societal divisions. There were the
nobles, the commoners and the
slaves. Nobles were of high birth or
had done some great deed. Abipon
nobles wore adornments on their
bodies. Traditionally , men and women
pierced their earlobes with horns,
pieces of wood, bone or colored
thread. Tightly spiraled palm leaves
were worn by women only. Males wore
lip plugs made of wood covered with
silver or brass on the lower lips.
Tattoos marked the status for men
and women but were practiced more
by the women. The Abipon were easily
identified by the shaved tops of their
heads, and plucked eyebrows and
eyelashes.

Horse Power

Over a period of fifty years, the
Abipon stole 100,000 horses from the
Spanish. During war the Abipon used
the bola, lance, and bow and arrow .
They took native prisoners and

.

their society. In
turn, the lifestyle
of the Abipon
experienced a gradual transformation.
Missionaries in the Gran Chaco region
grew cotton, tobacco crops and even
produced hides. These turned out to
be an economical success.

Not A People Anymore

Sadly Bible-believing Christians were
not produced. Unfortunately , the
people mingled past beliefs with
practices of the Christian church. In
addition, local Tobas and Moobobis
tribes harassed missionaries. In 1768,
the Spanish king expelled the Jesuits
from the South American territories
and missions were closed. The Abipon
attempted to return to their hunting
grounds, but encroachment from
military posts and other tribes did not
allow them to return to their land.
Within less than half a century , the
Abipon people died in small pox
epidemics, were slaughtered, or were
assimilated into the general

population.

Missionaries get together: After 6
years, 800 people gathered from May
14 - 19, 2008 at TWR Thiyana
Nilayam, Paramenkeni, Chennai for
renewal and fellowship. W e
celebrated the faithfulness of the

Lord. Rev Dr Theodore Williams
brought the opening message.

210 more Worship Groups need to be
formed by 2011.
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Church Ministries’ Initiative: ~ The
National Convention was held in
Bangalore in May 2008. State
Conventions were held in Andhra
Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Gujarat and
Manipur. The ministry among youth
and women was emphasized. All our
missionaries are supported by
Supporting Groups which comprise
churches, families and individuals.
Seventy six new missionary supports
and 51 missionary children supports
were raised. In the last financial year ,
32 churches came forward to

support IEM missionaries.

New Thrust applied in the Field
Ministries : The need to make Bible
Translation a separate wing of the
Field Ministries was felt - therefore

a Central Secretary for Bible
Translation was installed. Medical
work is also an effective vehicle to
take the Gospel to the

communities. As a result, a
Secretary for Health and
development was appointed. For
greater involvement, Zonal Field
Secretaries were stationed in mission
fields. Emphasis was laid on
empowering Local Evangelists . In
this way every IEM worker is dreaming
of and working hard towards the
formation of New W orship Groups in
every village in our mission fields.

Changes that brought newness:
Second and third line leaders met
twice a year in sub-committees. The
need was felt to spend more time for
reflection, assessment of our work
and prayer. Hence, these committees
were renamed as “National Prayer and
Planning Meeting.” We spend much
time in praising God and praying for
the targets and focus of Mission. The
water tight compartment style of
functioning was broken and resources
are being shared with all members.

Appointments of volunteers, workers
and new missionary candidates was
top priority . We need 49 new
missionaries urgently .

Challenges ahead: The inflow of new
potential candidates was not
encouraging. Southern states used to
send new missionaries. Ask the Lord
of the harvest to send laborers. W e
need more donor agencies to
sponsor our constructions and
community development projects

What is “A worship Group?” “A vibr
visible group with 7 to 10 believer
committed to meet regularly for wor
word of God and witness through
fellowship.”

One of the principles of this Mission
from the beginning has been that
salaries of the missionaries will be
disbursed from Indian resources. The
Lord is faithful.

For major expenses of constructing
buildings and improving infrastructure
we depend on donor agencies from
other developed countries. Please
pray that major donor agencies would
come forward to partner with us for
the cause of helping the poorest of
the poor.

The sudden death of Rev G
Rajamony who served for 18 years
among the Kotia people was a great
shock to the entire Mission. We are
committed to take care of his wife
Esther and her 3 precious daughters.

Communication:  The Outreach
magazine is produced in 9 languages
and distributed to 48,800 people
around the world. We aim to publish
a new edition of the “Come Let Us
Sing” IEM song book, Marvelous
Grace, Servants of the Cross and
Following in His Steps. A new Daily
Devotional is also in the pipeline.

We are working on the production of
My Utmost for His Highest by Oswald
Chambers, in Hindi and Malayalam.
Many Tamil & English books by Rev Dr
Theodore Williams are being printed.
CDs and DVDs of messages were
produced and are being distributed.

Training: We trained 32 new
candidates in the Cross cultural
missionary work and appointed them
as missionaries. Cross Cultural
Communication workshops were held.
Programme planning workshops
were conducted for Church ministry
workers with the help of EFFICOR.
The Multipurpose hall is under
construction at OTl. We need Rs.
12,00,000/- to complete this Rs.
30,00,000/- project.

Community Development Projects:
Three new Tribal Children’ s Hostels
were started in our Tharu, Chenchu
and Chinoor mission fields. The
children’ s ministry in Andaman Islands
was expanded. We cater to 113
children in our hostels. [64 girls and
47 boys]. The construction of the
Jeevan Jothi Girls’ hostel(Koya field)
was completed in October 2008. Many
church buildings were completed and
dedicated.(l was present at Bhatinda
and Bharmasagara) The land for
Jeevan Jothi Girls hostel, Krishnagiri
and the land for Irula Community hall
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at Thodakanapalli, Hosur were
purchased.

Finance: The Lord has proved His
faithfulness once again. The huge
expenditure incurred because of the
“Missionary Get together” was
wonderfully met. One leader of a big
Christian organization asked me,
“who funded the entire expenses of
Rs.30,00,000/-? Did you receive a big
financial grant from any funding
agencies?” | confessed to him, “we
did not give much thought about
where the funds would come from, but
we knew that the biggest financier-
our GOD would meet these needs.”
Praise the Lord, He did it. W e went
through a terrible financial crisis,

from July to November 08. We
struggled to send the salaries and
pay the bills. W e cried unto the Lord.
We claimed the promises in

Isaiah 45:3 “1 will give you the
treasures of darkness, riches stored
in secret places, so that you may
know that | am the LORD, the God of
Israel, who summons you by name.”
The fund flow in January and February
was remarkable. When the whole
world was in a crisis, we thrived. W e
were able to finish this financial year
with a small deficit of Rs. 14,00,000/-

We partner other organizations like
TWR, CBCNEI ,TENT Ministries,
“Faith2share” network, EMSM and
Partners International.

Focus on the Future: Our
programmes and activities need to be
evaluated to be effective.
Conventions, camps, Short Term
Bible Schools, tribal hostels for
children, magazines in different
language etc have been introduced
over the years. However, an
assessment and classification is
needed at this point on the basis of
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the cost. Therefore, we want to
standardize everything in the
Mission.

We need to concentrate on refreshing
and revitalizing the potential in the
women in the Mission. We are
working to develop a strategy .

Thirdly, the unlimited opportunities in
metro cities like Delhi, Mumbai,
Calcutta, Chennai, Bangalore and
Hyderabad are phenomenal. To exploit
this we want to start a ministry

called, “Metro Mission Mobilization
(3M).”

The management of human resources
is the key to productivity . Therefore,
we are introducing an effective
“Appraisal system” for each worker
in all levels from top to bottom and
bottom up. “People movement” is
important. W e need young, energetic
Area Secretaries.

The Theme for 2010: The Theme for
2010 is “Suffering for the Gospel”

(2 Timothy 1:8). W e hope the study of
this theme will result in desiring,
dedicating and declaring the Gospel
through a sacrificial life by the power
of God.

Conclusion: India has its
opportunities and open doors for the
Gospel. We cannot sit back and relax.
The driving force in P aul was,
“However, | consider my life worth
nothing to me, if only | may finish the
race and complete the task the Lord
Jesus has given me— the task of
testifying to the gospel of God’ s
grace.” (Acts 20:24) We the
missionaries of IEM are committed to
finishing the task before us.. Please
uphold us in your prayers.

Faith Honoured

Most of the village-folk in Lakhnadon
have no work during the summer.
From February to June they go to
different places in search of a
livelihood. Some new believers
decided to stay back in their villages
and earn a living making bricks. A few
believers in Ganeshganj worked hard
work for over a month and made
around 20,000 bricks. Finally the time
came to bake the bricks. This is
critical because if they are not baked
well, the quality will be poor and the
rains could wash away the efforts of
the people.
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While the non-Christians performed
their own rituals before they lit the

fire, the believers decided to pray .
Our missionary, Mr. Satyajeet Desai
prayed for the baking process,
encouraged the believers and returned
home. Almost immediately dark clouds
gathered and a heavy downpour
resulted. The next day, they found
that there was heavy rain in the whole
area except in Ganeshganj village (a
radius of one kilometre). Our true,
living God honored the faith of His
children and blessed their labour . The
bricks were of good quality . Afew
months later, the first worship group
in Lakhnadon field was formed in
Ganeshgan,;.
